On Trinity Sunday I spoke about how much I had hated Scripture lessons at school.    I had two RS teachers. One was what you might call a complete fundamentalist; someone who taught us to read and accept the Bible at face value without any thought about context or genre. The other teacher was what you might call a reductionist; he was at pains to explain the mechanics of everything – especially the seemingly supernatural.

When we think about the Trinity, both these approaches can be problematic. If we just accept the Trinity as a complete mystery then it leads us nowhere in terms of teaching us about our faith. On the other hand, if we try to explain the mechanics of the Trinity then we find ourselves entering very deep water. So how might the doctrine of the Trinity help us in our journey of faith both as individuals and as a church?

Jeffrey John in his recent book the Meaning of the Miracles speaks of how so often we read Scripture as if we are looking at a great piece of art and contemplating the frame and the materials used in the painting. There is nothing inherently wrong with this - but we are in danger of missing the central point of what the artist is really trying to convey – or, in the case of Scripture, what God might be trying to say to us through the text.

For me, when I contemplate the Trinity, whilst I think both about the mystery and the possibility of it all, what strikes me more than anything else is the community of the Godhead. I am reminded that God, in his very essence, exists as a relationship of love between Father, Son, Holy Spirit. This is powerfully expressed in the 14th century icon of the Trinity painted by Rublev which hangs in the sanctuary of Holy Trinity Church.

I give thanks to God for the community of love 

in these parishes and pray that we may increase

in his likeness day by day as, through grace, 

we seek to be the body of Christ in and

to the communities we serve.
