5.00 Harvest Evensong and Sermon in Pwll (Evensong in B Port at 6.00pm)
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As we approach Harvest, one of the most significant things that is happening in this county is to do with fair trade. The Carmarthenshire Fair Trade Group are working hard to promote fair trade and to establish Carmarthenshire as a ‘Fair Trade County’. Of the twelve towns in Carmarthenshire, most have now, through their respective town councils, resolved to become ‘Fair Trade Towns’, including Burry Port and Llanelli. Furthermore, at our last PCC meeting, we resolved to become a ‘Fair Trade Parish’.

Fair trade is enormously important because, within our world, a child dies of poverty every three seconds; workers on banana plantations can earn as little as 60p a day; children are abused through overwork with little or no reward; long working hours make for ill health and family strain; dangerous working conditions contribute to high mortality; environmental damage causes short and long term concerns; no rights for workers make those stuck in the cycle of poverty vulnerable and without any hope.
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Fairtrade labelling was created in the Netherlands in the 1980s. The label guarantees many things: a price that covers production and a living wage; decent working conditions; no child labour; rights for women; few chemicals to protect workers and the environment; a long term trading relationship and social premiums.

We can all help this cause by doing our best to shop for fair trade products (easily identifiable by the blue and green logo) and if you can’t find them, asking for them as Louise did in Tesco’s last week for – as Mr Tesco constantly reminds us – every little helps – in this case to save lives. We must remember that as consumers we act as stewards of God’s gifts to us. Our choice of which product
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to buy is one way in which we can make sure

that Harvest is a truly global celebration.
