Life in the parish over the last few months has been incredibly busy.

A huge amount of work has been done to kick-start the restoration and development at St Mary’s.  On one hand, we have been busy working through the long list of things, highlighted in the recent Quinquennial Report, that need to be done in the building. Many of these things we have already done ourselves (a large amount of work to the tower; replacing coping stones on the north transept, re-plastering problem areas inside the building, removal of old boilers from crypt etc). I am immensely grateful to all who have offered time and expertise to help with these tasks. For the larger work (re-slating of roofs and new guttering etc) we have invited companies to tender for this work and will be considering quotations shortly. On the other hand, we are consulting with Architects and Quantity Surveyors about our dream for a development inside the church, which will give us facilities that would enable the building to serve the church and community much better as we journey into the twenty first century. The proposed plans for this work are now on display at the back of the Nave in St Mary’s. I am enormously enthused and encouraged by the optimism and hard work in all this.

At Holy Trinity, the new windows are now complete and will shortly be dedicated.    We are particularly grateful to Jack and Jane Davies for their substantial gift toward these windows in memory of Rita. By the time this goes to press, the Summer Fayre will be upon us once again and we hope to have good weather for this again this year.

All this hard work demands a bit of a break! This Summer edition of the Newsletter & Diary contains many opportunities for us to relax and enjoy each others company (whilst, in the process, raising a little for the much needed funds too!).
