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LAUNCH OF THE ST MARY’S CAMPAIGN

S

eptember will be an enormously significant month for us in St Mary’s Church as we begin two years of hard work that will definately be both worth it and rewarding.

On 14 September at 6.00pm, we will be launching the ‘two year’ St Mary’s Campaign. There will be a short act of worship where the guest preacher will be the Rt Hon Lord Brian Griffiths of Fforestfach. Following this, there will be an illustrated presentation on the restoration and development of St Mary’s, followed by refreshments at the back of the Nave. I do hope as many parishioners as possible will come along to this. (Please note that in support of this event, there will be no Evensong in Pwll on this day).

On the morning of the 15 September, St Mary’s will be enveloped with scaffolding as we begin the task of restoration. The first task will be re-slating the entire roof (except the chancel) and replacing all the UPVC downpipes with cast iron ones. In the process, other jobs that need doing will be done including treatment of timber and replacement of bathstone. The work will be undertaken by David Siggery of Carmarthen and will be overseen by Caroe & Partners, Architects of Wells and Llandaff.

This work is intended that St Mary’s may have an injection of new life to enable it to both continue as a beacon of God’s love and glory in this community but also that it may be equipped and resourced to face the 21st century and its needs with celebration, confidence and a conviction in the timeless message of the Gospel and all that it has to contribute to the regeneration and revitalisation of the community we serve. I am humbly asking you all, as Vicar, to support it in every way as much as you can.
